Towns People

Girls

Scene-Town square:

 
Long skirts, peasant style blouses, or a blousy blouse.

   
Optional- shawls, aprons etc, simple hats/handkerchiefs.

*The school has some long skirt for loan.  They may be signed out 

on Set Construction Days.
Scene-Ball


Long fancy (prom) dress.  Needs to be school appropriate-

shoulders and back covered.
Scene- Palace Parlor


Black T-Shirt & Black Skirts (ankle length)

Scene-Town square:

Straight pants, oversized shirts with a belt around them.

   
Optional- vests.

Scene-Ball


Straight black pants (sweat pant will work), 

Oversized white shirt in which the collar can be cut off.  It would  

       be best if the shirt could come down to mid thigh.
1 ½ yards of upholstery fabric. (We will be making vests out of this).  

Darker colors will be best.  Any old-fashioned print will do. You can find this inexpensive at stores like Hancock’s on the bargain tables.

Step Mother and Step Sisters

Scene-Town square:


Long dresses rather fancy in nature but they are still supposed 

to represent and every-day look.

Scene-Ball


Ball gown which is over frilled and gaudy.

Godmother


Long gown a little on the whimsical side.  Any light color or style 

will do.

Scene- Parlor:


Long simple (but nice for a Queen) dress with an apron.

Ball gown-elegant but simple in nature.  She should not look 

like a young girl.

Scene- Parlor:


Long Underwear

Scene- Ball

Black pants, white shirt in which the collar can be cut off.

Prince

Scene- Parlor: straight pants and a long shirt in which the collar 

can be cut off.

Ball Scene- straight pants- color to be determined but probably white.

Cinderella

Scene-Town square and Kitchen


Raggedy style clothes-skirt and blouse or jumper and blouse.
